
 

Once you have decided on a pole to satisfy architectural needs, it is 
necessary to select the proper size for the load applied in the wind zone 
required. 
 
The first step is to determine the EPA (Effective Projected Area) of the 
luminaire used. This information is available in the lighting fixture 
manufacturer's catalog. If mounting brackets are used, it is necessary to 
include the bracket EPA. Add the total fixture EPA based on the number of 
fixtures to the bracket EPA for the total load applied to the pole. 
 
Select the wind speed for the area the poles are to be installed from the 
Isotach map showing wind speed based on 50 year recurrence intervals. 
 
You may now select the correct size pole from the charts listed on each pole 
catalog page.
